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In 1887, at a cost of 57,265, the City of Waupaca purchased the Greenwood Park Resort Hotel with 78 acres of land on Rainbow Lake and presented it
to the Grand Army of the Republic (GAR) to provide for the needs of the Civil War Veterans. From its original enrollment of 50 members, the Wisconsin
Veterans Home at King has grown to a community of around 700 members nestled on 320 acres of the richest, most picturesque scenery.
